Twenty-five years ago a small, dedicated group 
recognised a need to develop community  
consciousness and spirit. They turned their vision 
for a community house into reality and the 
Community House was incorporated as Spring 
Creek Community House on 22nd September in 
1993. 

In 2018 our name was changed to Torquay 
Community House to allow us to better reach and 
serve newcomers and the growing population. 
Torquay Community House proudly continues to 
honour the ideals and philosophy of this pioneer 
group and aspires and adheres to their vision and 
mission.

The Community House has initiated many vital 
community groups. These include the Living Green 
Expo and Tours, Torquay Community Men’s Shed 
Inc, Danawa Community Garden, Life Activities 
Club and University of the Third Age Surf Coast, 
all now organisations in their own right. One of 
our newer initiatives is the Womens Sharing Shed 
Torquay.

Pre-Covid over 1,000 people come through the 
house every week for support and referral  
services, to attend courses, programs, events and 
self-help groups.

We also offer
Community Education - Check out our 
great range of courses including our  
Accredited Training courses – From  
Diploma level courses to vocational 
training such as Responsible Service of  
Alcohol. We have a steady stream of students 
who are returning to work or retraining and 
enjoy studying locally in a friendly environment.
